FCTC Article 6 : Tobacco Tax and price

* Increase tobacco tax is the most important tactic
In reducing tobacco use

* The price of one cigarette pack of most popular
brand is about 2 USD in Korea



Price of a pack of cigarette in 34 OECD countries
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* The last cigarette tax increase in Korea was 8

years ago and there has been no increase in tax
since 2005.

 So considering inflation, the real price of cigarettes
In Korea has been decreasing and this led to the
recent increase in smoking rates.
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23 Health organizations urged tobacco tax increase in front
of Ministry of Health (March 26t 2013)
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Chosun Newspaper (March 27t", 2013)
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Minister of Health & Welfare, “Tobacco price
increase within this year unlikely”

e On May 15% 2013, Minister of Health & Welfare, Mr. Chin, said
“tobacco price increase within this year is unlikely”. He mentioned
that it will be a big burden for smokers with low income.

 This is after the big front page advertisement in the Chosun
Newspaper by Korean Smokers Association.

o After the Minister s statement, most of debate on
tobacco tax increase has halted.
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E—cigarettes

» Usage of e—cigarettes are increasing.

e Some use it as a device to help in smoking
cessation. Others use it as an alternative to
cigarettes

* One progress made regarding tobacco tax was

levying health promotion tax on e—cigarettes in
2011.. (FCTC Article 6)

FCTC Article 8 : smoke—free area

* Regarding FCTC Article 8, most public places, such
as public buildings and public transports, have been
desighated smoke—free.

 Since December of 2012, restaurants and bars
larger than 150 square meters have also been
designated smoke—free.

 This will be expanded to all restaurants and bars by
2015.



Outdoor smoke—free areas

e Moreover, the local governments have the
authority to designate smoke—free areas. (2009)

* The penalty on smoking in smoke—free areas is
approximately $100. (FCTC Article 19.)

* Many parks, squares, bus stops and crowded
streets have been desighated smoke—free even
though they are outdoors.



FCTC Article 11 : packaging and labeling

 Health warning label comprises 30% of a cigarette
pack surface.

6 carcinogens from tobacco are included in the
health warning label
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Korea : 97t among 198 countrles
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progress

e Add “Quitline number
(1544-9030)” (2012)
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e Add “intake of tar depends on smokers pattern’ :
no benefit of low tar cigarettes

* Ban the description of flavored ingredients (2012)

e However, pictorial health warning is yet to be
adopted.

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FCTC Article 13 : TAPS

 According to Health Promotion Act, cigarette ads
on TV, radio, newspaper, and Internet have been
banned since 19995, while only ads in adult
magazines were allowed.

e The allowed number of ads has been decreased
from 60 times a year to 10 in 2012.

FCTC Article 14 : helping tobacco
users In quitting

 Since 2005, Korea has operated smoking cessation
clinics in 250 health centers where counselors
provide behavioral therapy and pharmacotherapy
for free.

e [n 20006, the National Cancer Center established
the Quitline service.
